Our 
objective is to reduce 
the staggering 50% 
drop out rate at this 
school.
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Third Grade kids at BPM Middle School 
in Jamshedpur, India 
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EmpowerKids 
Foundation (EKF) has 
selected BPM Middle 
School as the Þrst 
school to be supported 
by EmpowerKids' 
School Adoption 
Program. The schoolÕs 
principal Mr. Kundan 
Singh extended his 

wholehearted support 
to the adoption 
program. Kids from 
3rd and 4th grades 
drop out and start 
working to support 
their families. As a 
result,  school 
attendance is below 
50%. EKF!has adopted 

the 3rd grade kids 
(class of 2010) to 
provide them with an 
enhanced educational 
experience in Math, 
Science, and Hindi.! 
EKF also provides 
school supplies and 
teaching aides at the 
school. 

On February 18th, EKF 
ofÞcially declared the 
program launch at 
BPM school. 105 
students participated 
in essay writing and 
drawing competitions.

About BPM Middle 
School

BPM School located in 
Jamshedpur, India, is a 
semi-aided government 
school.  While the 
buildings and 
infrastructure are 
provided by Tata Steel, the 
local state govt. provides 
textbooks and salaries for 
the teachers. The school 
has over 800 students 
from grades 1 to 8. There 
are 11 teachers and 3 staff 
members. The school hours 
are divided into two 
sessions to manage the 
large student body.
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As we continue to support BPM 
Middle School in the 2010 academic 
year, we plan to launch the library on 
April 16th, the beginning of the new 
school year. Our goal is to increase 
school attendance by as much as 25% 
in the upcoming year.  With increased 
engagement from the parents and 
local communities, we strongly 
believe that we can improve the 
attendance from barely 50% to 75%.

While we continue tracking our 
success with the 3rd Grade students 
at BPM Middle School, we will 
consider adopting additional classes 
in our program and expanding the 
library. We are also actively 
researching the possibility of 

adopting a second school in 
Adityapur, Jharkhand. 

We would also channel our efforts 
towards orienting these kids towards 
their career aspirations. Fostering 
budding talent is a great place to start 
and inspire all students to follow their 
dreams. Chanchal Kumari, the Þrst 
prize winner in both essay and 
drawing competitions, is also a very 
good singer. Bhiku Upadhyay's essay 
was about his dream to become the 
Prime Minister of India. Mamta 
Mukhi wrote of her desire to become 
a scientist and to learn the 
mechanisms of what makes people 
walk, talk, and think. 

Increasing the school enrollment of 
girls and placing an emphasis on 
girlsÕ education will be one of our 
major objectives. Strengthening the 
school curriculum with teaching aids 
and encouraging the students to 
continue staying in school will 
increase their chances of going on to 
higher education.
